Mrs. Shoultz
took one act play students to the state contest numerous
times to represent Grapeland ISD as well as working with
students in other UIL events and also taking many of
them to the state UIL level contest. Mr. Shoultz took the
FFA on ag trips, to contest and conventions representing
Grapeland ISD. Both were active sponsors of student
trips for the school students. Mr. Shoultz was serving the
students of Grapeland when he passed away on a school
sponsored trip.
